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Jesse Malin’s Critically Acclaimed New Record Glitter In The Gutter Out Now On Adeline/East West. 
Jesse Malin’s third solo record titled Glitter In The Gutter is out now on Adeline/East West. This album follows his two previous critically acclaimed releases: 2004's The Heat, and 2002's The Fine Art of Self Destruction. Jesse will be playing some shows in the northeast in April followed by a nationwide headlining tour for May and June. Jesse was recently on Late Night w/Conan O’Brien, where Jesse will be playing the first single off of Glitter, “Don’t Let Them Take You Down (Beautiful Day!)” 

Glitter In The Gutter was recorded in various studios over the summer in Millbrook, New York; North Hollywood, CA; and in Jesse's native borough of Queens, New York.  The album was recorded with a full band, now known as The Gem Spa Strays by Bruce Springsteen, Jakob Dylan, Chris Shiflett of the Foo Fighters, Josh Homme of Queens of the Stone Age and long time pal Ryan Adams.  Many of the songs on the new album were written on electric guitar in Jesse's basement rehearsal studio in New York City over the past year. The album is an up-tempo, raw modern pop record that feels like a celebration of life as well as a rally to arms. JoJo Pennebaker, son of legendary filmmaker D.A. Pennebaker (Bob Dylan, David Bowie, Jimmy Hendrix) documented the making of Glitter on film and will be putting that together as a half-hour piece to coincide with the release of the record. 
The video for the lead track on the record and first single "Don't Let Them Take You Down (Beautiful Day!)" was added at VH1 where Jesse recently taped a VH1 live session. The video was directed by Brian Lazzaro (Coheed & Cambria, Deftones, Rilo Kiley, Good Charlotte) and Produced by Nick Carbonaro of Seaworthy Films.
