Get Out: The Receiving End of Sirens regroups with a new album

It's a tough thing, bouncing back from losing a band member — particularly one with as pronounced a creative voice as former The Receiving End of Sirens guitarist/programmer/singer Casey Crescenzo, who left the band after its well-received debut Between the Heart and the Synapse to focus on his atmospheric prog project The Dear Hunter.

Crescenzo certainly didn't falter, this year releasing an intelligent, sonically expansive album in Act II: The Meaning of, And All Things Regarding Ms. Leading. Judging by early tastes of his former band's upcoming The Earth Sings Mi Fa Mi, it has fared no worse than he has.
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Expanding on the lush-and-brainy prog textures that made TREOS stand out among its emo-scene peers with Between the Heart, snippets of The Earth Sings don't sound like they'll push the band completely outside the confines of that scene, but sure may raise the artistic bar there. "The Crop and the Pest" keeps a stronghold on post-hardcore's emotional expressiveness and whiplash dynamics but holds a depth of sonic texture that's as bold as it is smart.
