1. How have your personal perceptions changed about Silverchair over the years? 
In the beginning, I just viewed them as a cute teen band riding the grunge wave...then they seemed to 'go away' for awhile, so when I heard that they were 'all grown up', I didn't think much of it...but when I came across what they were doing, I was struck by the brilliance of it, and the honesty in it, and realized how wrong i'd been...who wouldn't, at such a young age, get caught up in what's going on around you, because we all assume our influneces...Daniel had grown out of those influences and become his own man, a very special butterfly with so much to offer...and I've been a fan ever since.

2. Do you think most people in the US understand the kind of band they have become or are they still stuck in 1995? 

The United States, as a fan base, demands that you give them a reason why they should think any differently of you then they way that they already do...its probably the most luddite crowd to try to engage that people grow, and change, and mature...you can't blame the audience, so all you can do is blame the artist...Silverchair will never 'not' be that teen band...ultimately, longevity, and the grace of the work will become the bigger story...one has to look no farther than the Beach Boys to see that sometimes it takes a new generation to discover what the previous ones choose to overlook...

3. How would you describe Silverchair's more recent music compared to their early work? 

Silverchair's mature work evokes for me the best of highly melodic, emotional music with a true understanding of rock grandeur...those are rare forces, not very often put together... 

4. What, in your view, makes Daniel's writing special? 

There is only one Daniel...he has a fragile perspective and sensitivity that he brings when he puts all the pieces together... And has the voice to evoke the sophistication of his feelings...he is a rare bird, to be treasured!
