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When “So Wrong It's Right” hits stores Sept. 25th, it
will be the only thing ‘wrong’ for guys of All-Time Low,
a name extracted from New Found Glory’s “Head on
Collison.” After selling 50,000 copies of the seven-
track EP, “Put Up or Shut Up,” the young Maryland
quartet's powerful pop-punk sound is ready to rise to
the next level, equaling that of the idols of their youth.
“Put Up or Shut Up” made a name for All Time Low
early — cutting out the bulk-of their senior years of high
school. The gang traded in study halls for pool halls,
signing with Hopeless Records. “It was kind of hard
at first.
