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Who?

Hard-edged pop-punk in the vein of Aspen It Is. Throwing fourteen songs, some much better than others, onto a single album is admirable but in this case -- completely unnecessary. 

How Is It?

Broadway Calls is a wonderfully realized album, but I can't help but not see eye-to-eye with it at some points. The most irritating being the first half of "Save Our Ship". Vocalist Ty Vaughn does not assimilate well in an acoustic environment. The same goes for the subsequent "A Rush And A Push And The Land Is Ours". Sorry, but transitioning from the badass, anthemic "Call It Off" to the aforementioned piano pace-steady is just in bad fashion. The first seven or so songs on the album are downright gold. Broadway Calls digresses from there, however.
