Now that Modern Rock Radio has started to play their first single “Run This City,” Jet Lag Gemini will come to whichever city that is supporting their single and perform the song live on the steps of City Hall to pay tribute to those who really “run that city”! The band travelled up to Albany yesterday where WEQX is playing the song in regular rotation and performed “Run This City” in front of Albany’s legislative building (City Hall was a bit too noisy). The band will continue with these performances and will post them on their website www.jetlaggemini.com and on YouTube. 
Jet Lag Gemini will kick-off 2008 with the release of their debut CD, Fire The Cannons on January 22 (Doghouse Records). Jet Lag Gemini have a knack for blending the energy of more abrasive bands with great pop hooks spiked with hair-raising guitar solo’s by their lead guitarist, Vlad Gheorghiu.  Vlad is quickly becoming known as one of the best new young guitarists to emerge on the music scene, and this guitar virtuoso, who sites Slash as an influence could easily match him note for note in any “Guitar Hero” competition.

Representing three countries between them, Russia, Romania, and the U.S. the New Jersey-based band also includes Misha Safonov (lead singer/rhythm guitarist), Vlad’s brother, Matt Gheorghiu (bass) and Dan Diliberto (drums) who all met and formed while still in their early teens during high school.
