Jet Lag Gemini’s First Single, “Run This City” Hits Modern Rock Radio

Jet Lag Gemini kicked-off 2008 with the release of their debut CD, Fire The Cannons on January 22 (Doghouse Records). Jet Lag Gemini have a knack for blending the energy of more abrasive bands with great pop hooks spiked with hair-raising classic rock guitar solo’s by their lead guitarist, Vlad Gheorghiu.  Vlad is quickly becoming known as one of the best new guitarists to emerge on the music scene. This 18-year old guitar virtuoso, who sites Slash, Jimmy Page and Jimi Hendrix as major influences is quickly on his way to becoming the next guitar hero of his generation. 

Representing three countries between them, Russia, Romania, and the U.S. the New Jersey-based band also includes Misha Safonov (lead singer/rhythm guitarist), Vlad’s brother, Matt Gheorghiu (bass) and Dan Diliberto (drums) who all met and formed while still in their early teens during high school. Led by Misha’s commanding voice, Vlad’s, unrelenting guitar heroics, and Matt and Dan’s driving rhythm, Fire The Cannons packs a powerful punch.
The band recently released the first single and fiery opener on the album “Run This City,” to Modern Rock radio and it’s off to a great start. The song has been receiving airplay across the country on such stations as WEQX (Albany), KNDD (Seattle), 91X (San Diego) KTBZ (Houston), KWOD (Sacramento), and others. The song was also added to Sirius Satellite Radio’s Punk Channel. 

The companion video for “Run This City,” which was filmed on the streets of New York City has also garnered the attention of MTV with the track prominently featured in a recent episode of the hit TV show, “The Hills”. Over on sister station, mtvU, the video won “The Freshman” (a contest where viewers vote on line for their favorite video) and it was added into rotation this Fall.

Jet Lag Gemini’s reputation for delivering tight energetic rock performances has won them countless fans both locally and nationwide. The band has several national tours under their belt including dates on the Vans Warped Tour, shows with Hellogoodbye, The Almost, The Matches, and Halifax among others.  With non-stop touring planned for 2008, word will continue to spread about Jet Lag Gemini’s electrifying live shows, which tends to leave their audiences with the Red Bull effect---amped and sweaty. Proving their sound would be a great compliment for a touring bill with some of their favorite bands such as Fall Out Boy, Plain White T’s and Say Anything.  

The band recently completed a national tour with Red Light Green Light and Lady Radiator. On January 31, a tour of the West Coast with label-mates Weatherbox will commence (tour itinerary is below).
