Stand By For... Mans Zelmerlow 

  
Its time for Sweden to let go of Mans Zelmerlow...Ever since his first public appearance on the 2005 season of the top rated "Idol" TV series, there has been an unbroken stream of stage and TV appearances of this 21 year old enigma. In 2008 its time for his native country to share these experiences....with the world! 

  

Hailing from the university town of Lund in the Southern-most part of Sweden, Mans'
spent his youth on a different kind of stage. Performing in such shows as ”Joseph and the Amazing Technicolor Dream Coat,” ”Little Shop of Horrors,” and ”Grease,” Mans got a taste of the high that could only be experienced on stage facing the audience and the feeling that you could move them made it worth it all...This was where he belonged.
Upon graduation, Mans, encouraged by friends, applied to the second Swedish edition of ”Idol.” Never reflecting on how far he would go, Mans ended up claiming an honourable 5th spot in the finals of the competition where only the winner and runner up release albums and presumably remain in the spotlight. But Mans had certainly left a strong impression with the blockbuster show’s audience - as well as other TV producers. Only a few weeks after "Idol" Mans received a call from the producers of "Let's Dance" offering him a place in the first Swedish run of the international format. When no more than 5 couples remained, Mans suddenly realized that he and professional dance partner Maria - had a very real chance of dancing their way to the finals. And for sure with this insight there was no stopping him. In front of approximate two million viewers, the dynamic duo was awarded the first Swedish Let’s Dance trophy.

    

Signing with Warner Music Sweden in summer 2006, Mans began to write and record a full length album. Titling his debut release "Stand By For...", the album shot straight to no 1 on the charts - a rare feat for any new artist. The single "Cara Mia" quickly made it to no 1 in single, ring-tones and I-tunes sales. Needless to say, it also topped the Swedish Music Control listings. 

The fall will see Mans in yet another new role as he will be co-hosting the Swedish finals of Junior Eurovosion for national TV. And further plans include a lead role in the stage production of ”Footloose” where Mans will get to perform his version of the classic Michael Sembello track "Maniac". 

  

All in all ample reasons to "Stand By For..." this 21 year old who is only at the very first stage of what promises to be a truly multifaceted journey.
