The music on Burn Halo may
occasionally lack originality and intermittently
struggle on the slower ballads, but it's
testosterone-fueled radio rock like Avenged
Sevenfold (whose guitarist Synyster Gates
guests on two tracks here). These songs are

way more Métiey Criie than Nickelback: The
first single, “Dirty Little Girl}’ is dynamic and
attractive, chock full of gritty guitar riffs and
throbbing drums—and it doesn'’t leave you
feeling dirty for listening to it.
