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JUSTIN CURRIE SCHEDULED TO PERFORM ON THE LATE LATE SHOW WITH CRAIG FERGUSON TONIGHT (JUNE 17TH) 
CURRENT TOUR UNDERWAY; 
HEADLINES JOE'S PUB IN NYC TONIGHT 

FORMER DEL AMITRI FRONTMAN PERFORMS SONGS FROM CURRENT RYKO RELEASE, THE GREAT WAR;
CD AND TOUR CONTINUE TO GARNER PRAISE 

Justin Currie, the former lead singer/songwriter of Scottish pop-rock band Del Amitri, is set to appear on The Late Late Show with Craig Ferguson tonight, June 17th, as part of Currie’s current tour of the U.S., which began earlier this month. The fellow Scotsman will perform “You’ll Always Walk Alone” from his newly released critically acclaimed solo cd, The Great War on Ryko. 

A series of acoustic US tour dates in support of The Great War, kicked off in Chicago, June 10th, at Lincoln Hall; Currie will headline Joe's Pub in New York City, this evening, June 17th, and has stops scheduled in Boston, Philadelphia and DC before returning to the U.K. for ongoing promotional activities, including the BBC TV program Songwriters Circle in London on June 22nd. This program is produced by Mark Cooper (who is also producer of Later With Jools Holland) and Justin will appear alongside Chris Difford and Boo Hewerdine. It is being filmed at The Bush Hall in London W12 on June 22nd. Also being filmed that day is another episode of the same show featuring Richard Thompson, Loudon Wainwright and Suzanne Vega. In addition to The Late Late Show with Craig Ferguson, Currie will tape Sirius/XM's The Loft and Voice of America   Currie's live performance showcases songs from The Great War as well as his previous recordings.  

The Great War is the follow-up cd to Currie's 2007 critically acclaimed solo debut What is Love For.   Not surprisingly, The Great War scored back-to-back 4 star reviews upon release in both Mojo and Q.  Currie is described as the "songwriter's songwriter" in Mojo,  citing that "...The Great War also finds the former Del Amitri frontman tailoring the kind of middle-eights lesser writers can't be arsed to craft--and he does so with invisible thread."  In addition, Mojo calls lead single, “A Man With Nothing To Do” a "powerpop nugget." And Q observes that with Currie's second solo offering "...the follow-up sees him back on pleasingly familiar territory, delivering business-class pop-rock.”     

            US critics followed with similar embrace.  "As usual, the lyrics explore darker themes of lost love and relationships gone bad, but they do so with underlying wit and the often self-deprecation humor Currie is famous for," said All Music Guide.  "The return to a familiar sound is reassuring after the somber mood of his 2007 solo debut," noted Minneapolis Star Tribune.  The LA Weekly observes "His latest album, The Great War, ditches the sobriety of his 2007 solo debut for more of the upbeat jangle that his band was famous for."

The Great War captures Currie’s bittersweet signature sound—gorgeous vocals set against unforgettable self-revelation—the work of a master tunesmith.  Unfailingly, he continues to break new ground throughout the set with gems like  “Ready To Be,” "The Way That It Falls,” "At Home Inside of Me" and the epic "The Fight to Be Human," as well as the single "A Man With Nothing To Do."  The album’s evocative songs reinforce Currie’s career as an established solo singer-songwriter.
 
Justin Currie was still in his teens when he co-founded Del Amitri in his hometown of Glasgow. Between 1982 and 2002, the band evolved from resourceful D.I.Y. indie combo to international hitmakers, releasing six much-loved studio albums. Apart from “Roll to Me” in the US, the band released several hit songs including "Always the Last to Know,” “Kiss This Thing Goodbye,” and “Driving With The Brakes On” before amicably parting ways.    In 2007, Currie released his first solo debut What Is Love For on Ryko grabbing the attention of critics worldwide and earning him an appearance on Sundance’s Live From Abbey Road and the #1 Album of Year by Jim Farber at The New York Daily News. 
 
PopMatters raved about his Live From Abbey Road Sundance Channel performance, stating that it “showcases not only Currie’s ability to write a stunner, but his talent for elevating a great song even further on the strength of his voice. You can just imagine what the room gave back to him.” 
 
Currie’s live performance set is not to be missed.
