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In “Something More,” Sec-
ondhand Serenade’s John
Vesly has penned some of his
most honest, relatable and
mature lyrics yet.

“There must be something
more/Do we know what
we're fighting for?” Vesly
belts on the chorus, which
blends the electronic pop of
Owl City with the sweeping
melancholy of OneRepublic.
