“We were sharing a trailer with girls in
lingerie who were hired to walk around on stilts,” Hetherington says.
"Right before we went onstage, | joked, ‘Come and join us onstage.’
And during our last song, all five girls came up and danced in their
12-foot stilts while we performed. It looked like we had planned it all
along.”
