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MAYDAY PARADE’S NEW ALBUM ACHIEVES 
CAREER HIGH SALES AND CHART DEBUT

REACHES #12 ON BILLBOARD’S TOP 200 AND #5 ON ITUNES ALBUM CHART
NATIONWIDE TOUR KICKS OFF OCTOBER 13
Mayday Parade’s highly-anticipated self-titled album has debuted at #12 on Billboard’s Top 200, marking a career high chart position as well as career high sales numbers. The album also reached #5 on iTunes’ Album Chart on the day it was released. The achievement is significant, as it marks a 30% increase in sales from their last career high, 2009’s Anywhere But Here (Atlantic).  Critics are in agreement, with Alternative Press awarding the album 3.5 out of 4 stars, while MTV’s Buzzworthy Blog praises their “more holistic approach to songwriting,” and Absolute Punk loves their “solid pop-rock with massive hooks.” 
The band is gearing up for a nationwide headlining tour. Kicking off on the East Coast on October 13, The Noise Tour powered by Journeys features support from We Are The In Crowd, You Me At Six, There For Tomorrow and The Make. 

Mayday Parade unleashed two new songs prior to the release. Hit single “Oh Well, Oh Well,” was streamed by Alternative Press and MTV.com premiered “When You See My Friends,” which they proclaimed “a swelling mid-tempo ballad set to bursting drums and heavy guitars.”  (Click here to listen).

Co-produced by Zack Odom and Kenneth Mount, Mayday Parade marks a return to their songwriting roots; the entire album was self-written in a collaborative effort by the five band mates. The 12-song collection transpired through careful introspection and it echoes the musicians’ maturation over the two years since their second album, Anywhere But Here. The band chose to pen each of the songs themselves, making the album perhaps their most personal to date, complete with relatable lyrics and their undeniable charm.

Recently, the band released a 6-song EP, Valdosta, containing 4 re-recorded acoustic versions of previous singles alongside 2 all new tracks. Two days after the release of Valdosta, Songkick recognized Mayday Parade as the hardest working band of 2010 with 194 logged tour dates and over 71,000 miles travelled. The rockers placed above seminal favorites such as Willie Nelson and pop culture phenomena like Lady Gaga. 
Mayday Parade first burst onto the scene with their 2007 debut A Lesson in Romantics which received immense praise from critics and fans alike. Absolute Punk claimed it was sure to become “one of your most played [albums] of the summer.” It went on to sell more than 170,000 copies and reached the Top Ten on the Billboard Heatseekers chart. Mayday Parade is vocalist/piano Derek Sanders, bassist Jeremy Lezno, guitarists Alex Garcia and Brooks Betts and drummer/vocalist Jake Bundrick.
