The band’s distinct, boisterous sound was captured by producer and synth mastermind Ayad Al Adhamy of Passion Pit. Ayad is also the founder of Black Bell Records, in partnership with Warner Music’s Independent Label Group, who signed Secret Music earlier this year. Ayad started Black Bell Records in 2010 and has since then released The Joy Formidable’s 8-song EP A Balloon Called Moaning, and DOM’s single and 7” “Bowl Cut” featuring Cults, which he also produced. Together, Ayad and the guys from Secret Music gave their blood, sweat and tears in his Brooklyn basement studio, where they innovatively crafted the band’s 10 song record to perfectly emphasize Secret Music’s wild core.

Secret Music Biography:
In Windermere, Florida, amidst the orange groves and the dirt roads, a ten-year-old Daniel Fry picked up a guitar and started messing around. Many miles to the north in Cleveland, Ohio, near Browns Stadium and the Rock and Roll Hall Of Fame, another ten-year-old, Chase Nicholl, was doing the exact same thing. One was learning bluegrass and Nirvana-inspired power chords, the other trying to emulate Glenn Schwartz of Pacific Gas and Electric. They couldn’t be more different, yet somehow fifteen years later the guys came together in Brooklyn to form Secret Music. 

The duo actually met in New York a few years before the formation of the band when Chase demoed an early version of “Top Drop” to Daniel with nothing but a Casio keyboard. They reconnected some time later when Chase was hanging out with anyone, but musicians. Out of desperation to make music with someone, he asked his pals to hook him up with any musically inclined people they knew. His friends obliged and introduced him to a bass player named Daniel, the same Daniel that had the privilege of hearing “Top Drop” in the raw. It turns out Daniel was partial to the guitar, but faked it during their first week of making music together. Finally, he came clean about his guitar prowess and the duo started laying down the tracks. 

At first it was for fun. The guys were fooling around with different sounds, not sure if they would ever be taken seriously. Slowly, but surely, they started to assemble what would become their first album. Helping to mold their self-titled debut is producer, Passion Pit’s own snyth master Ayad Al Adhamy.  Ayad worked with songs that came from a pure and organic place deep within Chase and Daniel’s souls, and a basement in Crown Heights.

Their music can best be described as a rambunctious, yet combine a lo-fi celebration delivered through pay phones.  Yes, there were actual pay phones used in the making of the record, stolen from the hustlin’ streets of Bed-Stuy at 4am. Luckily, the only things harmed in the great late night phone booth caper were the receivers and not Secret Music’s frontmen. 

Unlike the other acts that create their tunes in the same vein as Secret Music, the boys are against the use of backing tracks. The live show is where everything well, comes alive. Rounded out by a keyboardist, bassist and drummer, the band gives you their blood, sweat and more sweat, while giving the audience an experience that can only be described as a house party where everyone knows each other and your glass is never empty. 


Their first full-length album is a collection of upbeat jams, and heart pounding snyth that cascade into exhilarating guitar riffs.  Their quirky lyrics of time traveling and space pirates merge with more drama filled lines that describe wild nights full of belligerence and carelessness. It’s like an arcade where all the games are free and there is no competition trying to beat your high score. The secret to their music lies in you, the listener.
